on Sunday, a ten knot. wind came up and

Thanks to Barry Leavengood and Jay Repogle, who along with myself
tried to fly the worst of the planes (because some of the design teams
did not have a pilot). Barry worked long and hard with two teams, for
two days and nights straight trying to repair damage of test flights,
including moving a wing 2 inches to the rear to get the plane in
something close to balance. I got to fly a piped twin JETT .91 that had
no ground steering and solid aluminum landing gear at 54 pounds.

I understand that Peck Polymers has closed its doors, so we
should see some originals at the ROG Contest to be held at the June
meeting.

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Test Flight

PETE N’ POKE TEST FLIGHT

For those of you that have asked, yes, the test flight on the Pete is in
the books.

A photo of the parasol aircraft is included with this article. Along with
the tough building of the kit, came the observation that I made a
mistake when adding the additional leading edge material to get a
‘good’ shape. The material was too heavy! I estimate that between
the additional wood and the adhesive, 14 ounces was added to the
overall weight (which by the way is 6 pounds 14 ounces). That's a lot
of weight for a .45 engine to lug around. And it was evident on the first
flight. By the way the kit box estimated 5 34 Ibs all up weight.

Before | get to the flying portion, | want to praise O.S. on their old .45
FSR. linstalled a new ABC piston and sleeve, which | purchased
sometime back from Jay's Hobby House. | ran a few tanks of 15% fuel
though it on the aircraft and then set the needle to a conservative high
end and brought it back to idle. After over 20 years of aging, it purred
like a kitten, without even adjusting the low-end needle! With a 10-6
Power Point prop, it was ready to fly.

Harvey Elmes arrived to help me test fly it. We did a pylon launch take
off and it plundered down the runway for about 30 yards before laboring
into the air. There’s nothing like the feeling of seeing your truly hard
labor take to the air. This aircraft will be perfect for flying at the Canyon
Crosswinds field. You can go slow, low and tight. | was disappointed in
the fact the .45 was having some difficulty carrying the 6lbs 140z
around.

On the next flying session | switched to an 11x5 Zinger prop  (APC
props will require some sculpturing on the spinner). What an amazing
difference! The pylon style take off roll was about 5 yards and it was off.
The airspeed increase was just astounding!

Take off and landings in a crosswind can be challenging but it is a joy to
fly!

SHOESTRING/SUPERTIGRE TEST FLIGHT

I've included a picture (fuselage only) of the now discontinued Great
Planes Shoestring. Some of you may recall | mentioned that the Tigre
.90 was running hot due the muffler being the size to be used with the
Tigre .61 (cowl limitation). Well I've learned that a bigger motor is not
always better.

The picture depicts the new Supertigre .61 ABC installed in the
Shoestring. It has an 11/8 APC prop and hauls butt! The Shoe actually
is faster than the version with the .90 installed although not as
maneuverable due to the excessive speed. Supertigre moved their
facility to China and the same equipment went along for the ride. The
end result is the same quality motor as from Italy at a very reasonable
price.

| plan on putting the cowl back on for the next session and expect the
motor to run cool. I'll keep you posted!
