The Pack Rat Team that set FAI world distance
records has now died (at least two of us, I know of) or
moved across country (Ron Clem) so I am looking for
some pilots, drivers, and convertible owners that want to
join a new distance Team. The first attempt will be to
break the out and back seaplane record (only 71 Km) and
then the straight line distance seaplane distance (191
miles). Requires some trips to Lake Ellsinore and then a
trip to Davis Willow Airfield up near Sacramento. The
straight line flight will be from Davis Willow to Lost Hills
along Highway 5. I have the Kadet Senior I used to set
the out and back record and it has plenty of range to
break the current out and back record, but plan to use a
SeaMaster with a new wing in Tony DelLeo’s computer for
the straight line distance try. I have two heavy
SeaMaster fuselages built for practice and a light one to
build. Currently, there are four candidate engines, an
Irvine .40 diesel, a Magnum .52 four stroke diesel, an OS
.52 Surpass ignition, and an OS .60 ignition (like Maynard
Hill’s).

R/C Planes Being Used to Track Hurricanes

Hurricane researchers have a new tool. It's a remote
controlled plane that can fly where manned planes can't
go. The very small, unmanned aircraft could make a big
difference in forecasting the intensity of hurricanes.

This high-tech R/C plane — called the Aerosonde — is
Australian-made and can be controlled from the National
Hurricane Center. Its mission, if tests prove positive, is to
provide data that could solve the mystery of why
hurricanes suddenly increase in intensity. It's a simple
concept: fly into the storm and stay there where warm
water and wind interact.

Joe Cione, a NOAA scientist, says: "We'll fly as low as
500 feet and this is a critical region because this is where
the energy from the ocean is getting transferred to the
atmosphere right above it and this is a critical region for
us to understand so we can better forecast intensity.”

Five of these aircraft are stationed at a naval air facility
near Key West, where testing is underway by NASA,
NOAA, and the manufacturer.

Price per plane: about $45,000. And how does it fly in a
hurricane? Quite nicely, says Peter Bale of Aerosonde
Corp. who adds: "We have a very strong super structure.
It's a Kevlar carbon fiber construction which gives us the
rigidity and strength we need for these penetrations."

The Battle of Britain — 60 Years On

From England — the Yorkshire Post reports R/C planes
were part of a salute to the RAF’s “finest hour” — the
decisive Second World War victory in the Battle of Britain.

Members of the British Model Flying Association were at
Castle Howard, near Malton, North Yorkshire, to fly
models of some of the aircraft which played a decisive
role in defending the UK during the Second World War.
The scale planes included Hawker Hurricanes and
Supermarine Spitfires.

This year marks the 60" anniversary of the Battle of
Britain.

Husband and Wife Team Sell Photos Taken
by R/C Chopper

From Northern Colorado, the website Coloradoan.com
tells the story of a husband-wife team using an R/C
chopper to create an aerial photo business.

Tim Ryan of Windsor, Colorado, is a full-scale pilot who
has done the more traditional kind of aerial photo work.
He’s also been an R/C pilot for 20 years and now has a
5-foot-long, 20-pound R/C chopper, with a 7.2 megapixel

camera

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Vantage Point Aerial Photography LLC takes aerial
photos of residential estates, commercial buildings and
development sites, along with shots of outdoor events,
races, crop analysis, and even tower inspection.

The mini-helicopter photo shoots require two people. As
Ray concentrates on maneuvering the helicopter, his
wife, Lindsey, is the photographer. The camera view is
microwaved to the ground.  Ray says he flies within
AMA guidelines.

One of his customers — who runs a real estate services
outfit — says Vantage Point Aerial has shoot several of his
large properties for sale, such as an old movie theater
and that Ray and Lindsay offer very fast turnaround.

Ray says: "She loves photography, and I love flying. We
put them together, and there you go.”

Now to Sudbury, Massachusetts, where The Milford Daily
News covered a hand-launch glider contest and quotes
the CD, Mark Drela, an aerodynamics professor at MIT
as saying: "You throw the thing and keep it up in the air.
It's kind of a thrill.” Drela says he enjoys sending up a
glider when he sees hawks circling. "It's kind of fun, flying
with the birds."
